1. The Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC) / in English Language : Throughout the conference, the committee will deal with issues concerning the economic moves of the developed countries, and their consequences on developing or underdeveloped countries.

2. Solvay Conference/ in English Language: Solvay Conference is an assembly of leading scientists held with the intention of answering intriguing questions posed by scientific researches.  The conference, becoming a tradition afterwards, focuses mainly on new discoveries in the world of science and finding solutions for issues brought by them such as “The stance of scientists in competition of oil with a new energy form.”
